Opportunities to meet the 

locals, sample Kopi Kampong and try out local delicacies, ensure guests are genuinely able to 

explore the area that surrounds Tanjong Jara, accompanied by a very knowledgeable guide.

Fitness enthusiasts will revel in attempting to master Silat, a traditional martial art, practiced 

and taught by local masters, or try their hand at  Sepak Takraw, a skilful form of volleyball 

with no hands. Meanwhile, those less inclined to exert themselves can relax with a traditional 

game of Congkak or Batu Seremban whilst sampling authentic local delights provided in two 

kampong huts. All of Terengganu’s famous culinary delights are on offer including ‘Keropok 

Lekor’ (fish ground to a paste and deep fried sausage style), ‘Satar’ (fish smoked in banana 

leaf),  ‘Lemang’  (glutinous  rice  baked  in  bamboo),  ‘Kopi  Kampong’  (Terengganu’s  local 

coffee) and ‘Otak-Otak’ (chargrillled fish satay in coconut milk and spices).
