Although small and compact, at less than 3 kilometres long and 2 kilometres wide, the steep 

and  rugged  cliffs  of  Pulau  Tenggol  form  a  spectacular  canvas  for  diving  and  an  ideal 

hideaway for the tropical underwater world. Bright corals and vivid nudibranchs provide the 

perfect backdrop for the wealth of colourful marine life, with every species imaginable in 

residence; from giant double-headed parrotfish, yellowtail fusiliers and sea turtles, to eagle 

rays, black-tipped reef sharks and barracudas.

An impressive array of giant rock and boulder formations offer an underwater assault course 

for the experienced diver, whilst those looking for a more restful experience can simply let 

the current fly them over the reef, accompanied by curious batfish or enormous schools of 

hunting trevallies.



With so many different dive sites around Pulau Tenggol, the Resort’s guests seldom see any 

other groups on their dive, ensuring a truly personal and memorable experience. Depths of up 

to 25 metres guarantee sightings of some of the world’s most spectacular sea creatures, with 

the region’s famous ‘Amazing Grace’ site often  offering the rare chance to see the shovel 

nose  shark  in  its  natural  habitat,  swimming  amid  blue  spotted  stingrays.
